POPULATION GAIN IN  
10 YEARS 

 

The 2010 census data is in! 

The U.S. census shows that Malta’s population grew from 
13,005 to 14,765, a gain of 1760 people over 10 years.  
The total number of occupied housing units (apartments,     
multi- family buildings and single family homes) increased to 
a total of 6318 units.  A surprising 503 vacant housing units   

exist town-wide. 

With the average size of 2.33 people per unit, the town had 
a growth in occupied housing units of 75 per year, the     
housing stock to accommodate this growth came from vacant 

units and new construction. 

Saratoga County reached a 2010 population of 219,607 
growing from a 2000 population of 200,635. The census 
shows 88,296 occupied housing units and 10,360 vacant units

EXIT 12 MALTA MEDICAL PARK CONSTRUCTION 
TO  START*              *From Gazette Reporter Lee Coleman 

The state has given final approval to plans for a $4.1 million, 
24-hour urgent care center just off Northway Exit 12 in   

Malta.   

The 60,000 square-foot center, which will be open 24 hours 
a day, seven days a week when completed, is a joint project 
of Albany Medical Center and Saratoga Hospital called 

Healthcare Partners of Saratoga Ltd. 

The state Public Health and Health Planning Council has      

approved a certificate of need for the project.   

Albany Medical Center doctors are currently helping to staff 
Malta Medical Arts, Saratoga Hospital’s urgent and primary 
care center on Route 9 in Malta.  That facility is open from   
7 a.m to 7 p.m. Monday through Saturday and 7 a.m. to      

3 p.m. Sundays. 

The new health center will be the only such facility in the    
region to offer 24-hour access to emergency medicine       

physicians for urgent care. 

When the new center, which will provide urgent care, primary 
care, outpatient care and diagnostic services, opens in the 

fall of 2012, Malta Medical Arts will close. 

The Town has approved water, sewer and road work at the 

140-acre site. Construction is expected to start in September. 

The jointly operated urgent care building will be part of    
Saratoga Hospital’s proposed $350 million Saratoga     
Medical Park, which is described as a complex of medical 
buildings that will be built in phases on land that was once a          

standard-bred horse farm. 

Diagnostic imaging, including magnetic resonance imaging, 
computed tomography, x-rays and ultrasound, will be       

available at the center, along with laboratory services. 

 

 

WHAT IS URGENT CARE? 
 

Urgent Care is the delivery of medical care outside of a    
hospital emergency department on a walk-in basis without a 

scheduled appointment. 

Urgent Care centers treat many problems that can be seen in 
a physician’s office, but urgent care centers offer some      
services that are generally not available in primary care    
physician offices such as x-ray imaging, blood testing and 

lab services. 

Minor and moderate-severity lacerations can also be treated 

at an urgent care center. 

Urgent care centers provide significant savings to patients 
and insurers over the alternative of hospital emergency             
departments for episodic care that cannot be delayed until 

an appointment at a physician office is available.   

 

 

 

 

 

CDTA BUS SERVICE DISCONTINUED 
 

In May, 2010, the Capital District Transportation   
Authority (CDTA) began operating pilot bus service 
(Route 409 Clifton Park/Saratoga Shuttle).  The    
pilot was made possible with federal Congestion  
Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) funds, applied 

for by the Town of Malta. 

The route was designed to attract customers traveling 
to businesses in the target area.  It was launched with 
the understanding that a ridership standard of 15 
riders per hour would be needed to continue the   

service. 

Despite extensive marketing and community outreach 
efforts by CDTA, the bus service fell short of the    
minimum standards (it served about 3 customers per 

hour). 

The last day of service for Route 409 was Friday, 
September 2, 2011.  Alternatives for the small but 
loyal group of customers who use the Route 409 bus 

service can take advantage of the vanpool program.

Ballfield Park Under Construction 

The Town Board recently awarded a contract of 
$1,505,000 to James H. Maloy, Inc. for the construction of 
athletic fields on 34 acres of land owned by the Town      
and located in the Luther Forest Technology Campus on 
Rocket Way. The park will be connected by multi-purpose 
trails for easy access, have two softball fields with skinned 
infields with anchors set for bases to accommodate various 
age groups and three soccer fields of different sizes.       
Additional land will be cleared, graded and seeded with an 
athletic field mix to accommodate future growth.            

Completion of the park is scheduled for September 2013. 

The Malta Field Development Committee has been meeting 
to organize a not for profit ―athletic association‖ to assist the 
town with management, maintenance and development of 
the park. The Committee is looking for members who would 
like to establish criteria regarding the use of the complex 
and to develop an operational program for future use.  If

ROUND LAKE BOAT LAUNCH PLANNED 
 

The Town, Saratoga P.L.A.N and the NYSDEC are evaluating 
the feasibility of a launch for small boats and kayaks on the 
Round Lake Preserve. If a feasible site can be found, the 
launch will be part of a larger plan to construct a road, 
parking areas, picnic areas, trails, boardwalks for fishing, 
ecological exploration and outdoor adventure. Even      
equestrian trails may be possible if   suitable routes can be 

fitted to the ecology. 

In 2007, the Town and Saratoga P.L.A.N, a local land pres-
ervation organization, purchased 123 acres of land to per-
manently preserve a critical area from development. The 
land includes 31.3 acres fronting on Round Lake and over 
1000 feet on the Anthony Kill thus preserving a heron     
rookery, archeology and wildlife habitat. The land is part of 
the County greenway and mid county trail and wildlife     
corridor. Future plans may even link to the Zim Smith Trail 

and add additional land for agricultural preservation. 

The land was purchased at a cost of $700,000 with a   
package of leveraging State, Saratoga County, Archeology 
Conservancy, P.L.A.N and private grants summing to a total 
of $600,000.  Malta paid for the remaining $100,000 

share. 

The Town is now pursuing various grants and funding                
opportunities to develop the Round Lake Preserve for public 
use.  In addition to the DEC partnership for the boat launch, 
the Town has received a $400,000 grant from the State 
Environmental   Protection Fund and mitigation funding of 

$40,000 from the Norfolk Southern Railway Company.

What is Freegal?

With access to the Sony Music Entertainment catalog, it    
offers hundreds of thousands of songs, over 100 genres of 
music, and more than 50 record labels, all without having 
to download software or have any digital rights           
management (DRM) issues to deal with.  Access to Freegal 
is limited to patrons of the Round Lake Library and Round 

Lake Library’s Malta Branch. 

Are the songs really free?   

Freegal Music and the music you download are free in the 
sense that most things in your library are free to you as a 
patron of the library. The service is underwritten by your 

local library. 

How do I access Freegal?   

Patrons can access Freegal via www.roundlakelibrary.org. 
Once there patrons can click on the Freegal button to   
download up to 3 songs per week with a valid Round Lake 

Library card (fines on card cannot exceed $5.00). 

What is Rocket Languages?   

It’s an online learning program, where you can download 
or stream grammar and culture lessons, word-building         
exercises, and various games to help you learn. Just like 
Freegal, it is limited to Round Lake Library patrons in good 
standing. And just like Freegal, it is free to patrons, with the 

service under-written by your local library.

VOTERS TO DECIDE ON BUDGET FOR       
LIBRARY SERVICES 

The Women's Round Lake Improvement Society (WRLIS) has 
circulated a petition that requires a public vote on a       
town-wide library budget of $291,000 per year. The     
petition which was circulated under Chapter 414 of the 
laws of 1995 requires that voters have a voice on the 
budget for library services.  The proposition which will be 
placed on the November 8 ballot could establish a library 
tax of $0.1907 per thousand dollars of assessment.   For a 
home assessed at $250,000 the annual cost would be 

$47.68. 
 

Current funding for the library is through the sales tax     
revenues which are used for essential town services such as 
maintaining our town highways.  These revenues are neither 
reliable nor adequate to support the full level 

of library services planned.

For all of us, it is a clear reminder of the dangers of gas 
leaks.  It is important to be familiar with the characteristics of 
natural gas and be prepared to react quickly and properly 
to ensure the safety of our families. 
 

Using Your Senses 
A gas leak is often recognized by smell, sight or sound. 

 

SMELL—Natural gas is colorless and odorless.  A distinctive 

pungent odor, similar to rotten eggs, is added so that you’ll 
recognize it quickly.  Not all transmission lines are odorized. 
 

SIGHT—You may see a white cloud, mist, fog, bubbles in 

standing water or blowing dust.  You may also see          
vegetation that appears to be dead or dying for no       
apparent reason. 
 

SOUND—You may hear an unusual noise like roaring,    

hissing or whistling. 
 

What You Should Do If You Suspect A Leak: 
 

  MOVE to a safe environment. 
       CALL immediately 1-800-892-2345 
 

  DO NOT smoke or operate electrical switches 
or appliances.  These items may produce a 
spark that might ignite the gas and cause and

According to the United States Fire Administration (USFA), 
home fires spike in the winter months.  Cooking and home 
heating are the leading causes of residential building fires 
during the winter.  Carbon Monoxide (CO) is also a serious 
threat in the winter months.  Remember, any fuel burning 
appliance in the home, including furnaces and fireplaces, are 
potential CO sources.    Here are some reminders to ensure 
you and your families remain safe during the  upcoming 

colder months.   

- Select heating equipment that is rated for the area you intend to 

heat 

- Have the installation and maintenance done by a           

professional 

- Place space heaters on a floor that is flat and level 

- Do not place space heaters on rugs or carpets 

-  Keep space heaters at least 3’ from any combustibles 

- Place space heaters in an area away from children and pets 

- Never leave a space heater unattended when in use 

- Never use gasoline in a kerosene space heater 

- Have fireplace flues and chimneys inspected and cleaned                                    

- Store ashes in a fire-resistant container outside  

- Cooking appliances should not be used to heat your home 

- Install carbon monoxide and smoke detectors in your home

GLOBALFOUNDRIES  BUILDING  EXPANSION 

GlobalFoundries has broken ground on a 221,000 square 
foot 3-story administrative building expansion which can 
accommodate 1500 office    workers.  This second         
administrative building, which will initially house 450     
additional employees, is scheduled for   completion in    

August of 2012.  It is estimated to cost $35 million. 

 

GlobalFoundries plans to achieve Gold LEED certification 
on the project from the U.S. Green Building Council,       
signifying the project meets internationally-recognized 
standards for energy savings, water efficiency, CO2    
emissions reduction and improved indoor environmental 

quality. 

 

The $7 billion Phase I and II manufacturing plan (FAB 8) is 
75% complete.  The shell is up and the manufacturing   
process tools are currently being  installed.  By June of 
2012 the plant should begin producing test semiconductor 
wafers, with the goal of being in full automated production

Stonebreak Road Closed  

Through October 

The NYS Department of Transportation has           
reported that  construction of the roundabout at 
Route 9 and Stone Break Road will be completed at 
the end of October. Until then, Stone Break Road will 

be closed just east of Route 9.  

DOT has designated the south entrance to the       
Luther Forest Technology Park at Route 67 (near My 
Way Cafe') as the proper way to access the 
Park.  Hermes Road, which is a private road owned 
by NYSERDA,  has not been authorized as a short cut

SCHOOL TAX FORMULA, Question & Answers by Paul J. Sausville, Supervisor 

 

Question: How does the school district (SD) determine a   property owner’s share of the school tax bill?   

Reply: An individual property owner’s school taxes are based on the taxable assessed value of their property        

multiplied by the tax rate for the town in which the property is located.* 

The tax rate for each town is a function of the town’s percentage (or share) of the SD’s taxable assessed value. 
 

The basic formula is as follows: 

Property owner’s taxes = property assessed value multiplied by the town rate tax. 
 

Each town’s tax rate is calculated as follows:

Question: Does this mean that growth of the tax base (property assessment) in Malta will lower a Malta property owner’s 

share of tax bill?   Reply: Yes. 

 

Question:  Do property owners in the SD outside of Malta also have a lower share?   Reply: Yes. See map below showing 

the towns benefiting from increases in the tax base. 

State Takeover of the LFTC 

Question: There has been recent discussion about State takeover of the Luther Forest Technology Campus.                      

Will this happen? Reply: We don’t know. 

 

Question: If this happens, will the Campus become tax exempt?  Reply: While State-owned property is generally       
exempt from property taxes, it is possible for the State to make local government and school districts ―whole‖ through 

a PILOT, or ―payment in lieu of taxes.‖ 
 

Sales Tax Distribution Formula 

Question:  If tax-exempt property comes off the tax rolls, does this affect the sales tax revenues to Malta?  Reply: Yes.  
Sales taxes are distributed by the County to the towns based in part on the total property assessment of the Town. 
The larger the assessed valuation of the Town, the greater the share of sales tax revenues. If the property is not on the

Farms in Malta aren’t the same as 20 years ago.  Malta residents 
that own farms today are more apt to raise horses or be selling    
apples, plants, beef or other farm products directly to consumers.  
While agriculture has changed in Malta, farms still provide the 
scenic views, fresh foods and farm products and economic benefits 
that they have for generations. 
 

Malta’s Agriculture and Open Space Committee has been working 
to ensure that town regulations reflect today’s conditions and    
support residents looking to farm.  We have recommended      
updates to Malta’s Right to Farm Law and are developing ideas 
for making the zoning code more ―farm friendly‖. 
 

This fall, our committee will be reaching out to Malta landowners 
about options for working with the town to permanently protect 
their land.  Such options could include purchasing conservation 
easements on land or outright purchases of land.

Emergency notifications are now possible through a new 
service called ―reverse 911.‖  Reverse 911 is a           
computerized notification system or ―robo call‖ system 
that enables us to contact you with early warnings of a 
local emergency or   important community alert. Home 
phone numbers (land lines) have already been added to 
the           notification data base.  We now can contact 
you by cell phone or via e-mail, however you will need 
to register and enter your cell phone   number or         
e-mail address in the County data system.  
 

To sign-up for this service, Malta residents must go to 
www.hyper-reach.com/saratogasignup.html and enter 
the required information. The system is managed by   
Saratoga County.

The Town of Malta has entered into an agreement with the 
Town of Clifton Park to allow our residents to dispose of 
their household hazardous waste at the Town of Clifton Park 
Special Collection Day for Household Hazardous Wastes on 
Saturday, September 10 from 8:00am to 4:00pm at 22 

Ray Road, Clifton Park, NY. 

The pre-register application form is available in the Malta 
Town Clerkõs office and must be received in Clifton Park 
by September 7. Town of Malta residents desiring to      
participate in the program will be charged a user fee of 
$50 which represents the estimated net cost to the Town of 
Malta for the administration and disposal of the household 

hazardous waste. 

Materials that are accepted for proper disposal are latex, 
oil based and aerosol paints, stains and coatings; solvents 
including paint stripper, mineral spirits, turpentine and 
cleaning fluids; waste oil, waste antifreeze; corrosives (acids 
and alkalis; mercury; pesticides, such as grass and weed 
killers, insecticides, rodent poisons, fluorescent light tubes 

and electronic items.

LOST & FOUND: MONEY 

Hundreds of Malta residents or their family members have 
"abandoned" or lost money that can be recovered from the 
State of New York.  There is a good chance that you are one 

of them!   

Banks, insurance companies, utilities, investment companies 
and many other businesses are required by State law to 
surrender inactive accounts to the Office Of State         
Controller. These accounts are known as ―lost,‖ 

―abandoned,‖ or ―unclaimed‖ funds. 

Malta residents who have "abandoned" money on deposit 
can readily reclaim it from the Office of the State       
Comptroller   If you can prove you are entitled to the     
money, the State will gladly return it to you, at any time, 
without charge. The State is currently holding $10.5       
Billion.  Until the money is claimed, it is used by the State’s 
General Funds, serving the citizens and taxpayers of the 

State of New York. 

Please visit osc.state.ny.us  to see if you have abandoned 
money. Claims for many types of accounts can be submitted 

online if the information you provide matches our records. 

If the account you are claiming is not eligible to be         
submitted online, complete the claim form online, print it and 
mail it in. If you do not find your name on the list, but think 
you may have unclaimed funds, you can call the State at     

1-800-221-9311 (Monday through Friday, 8:00am–
